Purpose

The purpose of this agreement is to establish an understanding between parents/guardians/students and the Pennfield School District in regards to personal laptop use while at school. It must be understood that the Pennfield School District has a right to protect its network and technical resources. Pennfield School District is not responsible for any possible loss or damage to your personal laptop.
PLEASE READ, SIGN and RETURN

As with all other aspects of school life, there are rules that govern computer usage while at school. These rules apply to ALL computers in the building including all personal laptops.  The policies found in the Acceptable Use Policy, High School Handbook and Power Up Learning Handbook (http://www.pennfield.net/handbook/hs.html) applies to all school-owned computers, as well as all personal laptops while at school. In addition to these documents parents/guardians/students need to agree with the following statements pertaining to personal laptop usage while at the Pennfield School District.
Pennfield Network and the Internet:
Network and Internet use of the Pennfield system is governed by Federal Law.  Any attempts to gain unauthorized access, subvert, hack, crack, or otherwise disable network or Internet filtering devices or any other resources on the network is considered abuse and will result in consequences that can range from warnings to suspensions.

I understand that connection to third party access points or the establishment of ad-hoc network access via home or other internet devices is not permitted.

• I/we agree that using my laptop at school is a privilege and can be revoked at any time.

• I/we understand this agreement can be modified at anytime. In such an event, a new agreement would need to be signed.
